Two leaders of the banned Kurdish group Yakiti which organised a sit-in outside Syria's parliament on December 10 have been arrested in Damascus, a Syrian human rights group said Thursday. 
The Syrian Committee for the Defence of Human Rights, in a statement, said Marwan Osman et Hassan Saleh were arrested on December 15 at the interior ministry where they planned to meet the minister, Ali Hammud. 
It condemned the arrests and called for the immediate release of the two Kurdish leaders. 
Members of Syria's Kurdish minority demonstrated outside parliament to protest against what they termed the government's "policy of discrimination" against their community. 
Around 150 Kurds took part, carrying placards with messages calling for "a lifting of the embargo on the Kurdish culture and language" and urging Syria "to become the nation of all its sons, Arabs and Kurds". 
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
